As I write this, 2 more shops in  De-

troit are also closing. Across the US, shops are experiencing the same prob-

lems: too many similar shops close to each other, internet competition, and of 

course, the recent economic crisis that started in 2008.  So now, it is time to 

face the facts, follow the business plan and take a new path.  It has been an 

amazing journey for me!  Getting to know so many wonderful people, teaching 

you how to knit that first stitch, joking with you about my dogs, kids, tango 

lessons and poker playing has been a delight! Sharing your joy when you 

brought in finished projects, and swearing with you when things were all 

fudged up gave me memories that will last a lifetime!  Of course, I want to 

thank my incredible team who helped me with great dedication and made it 

possible for me to have time away from work. Carol, Diane, and Rose, I can’t 

thank you enough for sharing your skills and talents, and for your support.  

Wendy, you helped me more than you may ever know, being my go-to-girl 

even when I needed someone to let my dog out at home.  To my darling 

daughter, Leslie, I am so proud of your new skills, and watching you grow to 

work with the customers, take over my accounting, and organize the inventory 

was just outright amazing!  I love you for volunteering so much time to help 

me live my dream. There is a long list of others who have helped me along the 

way, and I regret I cannot list you all, but know that I thank you with all my 

heart.  Finally, to my awesome husband, Ben, I thank you for your belief in my 

abilities, unwavering support, guidance and help.
